Your booking in this course will not be confirmed until the Application Form and course fee has been received. Your receipt, along with confirmation of the course start date, will be sent back to you in due course;

Should there be any cancellations in the previous course, those that have paid will get priority for transfer.

Venue:

North Shore Dog Training Club Grounds, Wainoni Park, Orwell Road, Greenhithe, take the first driveway on the left (the same one with the Pony club sign) in Orwell Road.  If the weather is very wet, we may transfer our classes to an indoor carpark venue, but your instructor would advise you of this.  However, the first and last nights are always at the Club grounds.

Eligibility:
The dog must be at least four months old, however, we often have a waiting list and delay to go on a course can run up to three months, so it is extremely important that you book as soon as possible.  Your young pup can be put into a course to coincide with its turning four months of age.  

The handler of the dog must be at least 15 years of age, unless prior arrangement has been made with the Club.

Refunds:
If you have booked, but can no longer attend, notification as soon as possible (telephone 413 8670) would be most appreciated, so that we may fill your place with another person on the waiting list.

Application for a refund must be received, in writing sent to North Shore Dog Training Club Inc., P O Box 184, Greenhithe. A non-refundable administration charge of $10 will be deducted for any cancellation received 7 days prior to the start of the course. Cancellation received less that 7 days prior to the course will be refunded on the same basis if the place is refilled. There will be no refund once the course has started.

UPON NOTIFICATION OF COURSE ACCEPTANCE AND START DATE, ON YOUR FIRST NIGHT, PLEASE BRING:

1. a soft, wide leather or webbing lead (NOT chain), approximately 1 metre long;

2. your dog to its first class on a flat collar. We stock a selection of collars, leads, long lines and halti's/head collars should you wish to purchase anything on the night;

3. your dog's current vaccination certificate.

CLUB RULES:

1. Handler must be aged 15 years or older, unless by prior arrangement.  The Club prefers one handler during the entire eight-week course.

2. No bitches in season (on heat) on the grounds at ANY time.

3. ALWAYS clean up after your dog.  We provide "poo" bags and a disposal bin on the grounds.  However, it would be helpful if you brought your own bags.

4. No smoking in class or in the clubhouse.

5. Please park as close as possible to the car next to you - we have limited carparking space.  No parking in the Pony Club area at any time.

6. No harsh handling or maltreatment of your dog will be tolerated.  The Obedience Representative's decision on this is final.

7. No dogs to be tied to, allowed on or in the Clubhouse veranda and Clubhouse itself.

8. Never tie up your dog up with the lead attached to a slip chain.  Lead must be attached to a collar.  Tie your dog up with as short a lead as comfortably possible to prevent dog from the possibility of lunging out.

9. We have a “red ribbon” policy.  Your instructor will explain this on your first night.  Ribbons are available free upon request.

USEFUL TIPS:

1. Toilet your dog before class.

2. Do not to feed your dog before a training lesson.  Bring a pocket full of small tasty tit-bits or the dog's favourite toy for reward purposes.

3. If your dog is excitable, exercise your dog before coming.

4. Have a "cuppa" after class and meet other dog enthusiasts (wash and dry own cup).
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
