PLANNING YOUR PATHWAY INTO THE EXCITING AND REWARDING WORLD OF DOG SPORTS
The Domestic Obedience course is the starting point for you and your dog, but what comes next?
Join the North Shore Dog Training Club.  Full membership entitles you to further obedience classes.  

Competitive and/or Qualifying Obedience:

1 Continue to attend Tuesday night training classes, progressing through the levels.  This will improve and maintain your dog’s obedience, give you more knowledge and keep your dog well socialised and obedient around other dogs and people.  

2 Work towards competing in Obedience events held on weekends.

3 Work towards qualifying obedience like Canine Good Citizen or Companion Dog Excellent qualifications.
What else can you do at North Shore Dog Training Club?
Agility might be of interest to you:

1. Place your name on the agility waiting list now.  Dogs accepted from 1 year of age.

2. Continue with Obedience – good obedience helps with agility training.  You can train for both – Obedience Tuesday evenings, Agility Thursday evenings.

3. Work towards competing in weekend agility competitions 

And what about Flygility?

Does your dog love fetching balls?  This could be the sport for you.  A hybrid of flyball and agility, this is lots of fun for dog and handler.  Off lead control essential.  

And have you heard of Heelwork to Music?
Training for you and your dog, teaching many clever tricks, leading toward a new sport called “heelwork to music”.
